From Pooley Bridge (NY470/244) use Lake Steamer to Howtown (NY443/199) where this Trail commences. Use 
O/S Leisure Map No 5: This trail if followed using the Steamer is a great day out for all the family, on good paths 
throughout with plenty of places to stop and admire the views over lake and mountain, Ullswater always looks at 
it’s best from the water and who can resist a ride on a lake steamer. The Trail is total distance 8.3km with 229m 
of ascent and descent allow a leisurely 3 hours.
